4. Read Isaiah 7:14 and 9:6.
a. How are you experiencing Jesus as Immanuel in your life lately?
b. Which title from these verses means the most to you? Explain.
5. What do you learn about God in these passages? (his character, his ways, etc.)

6. What do you learn about people in these passages? (yourself, others)

LIVEIT OUT

1. One of the titles for Messiah is Prince of Peace (shalom). Do you have any relationships where
peace is missing? Are you willing to share about that?

2. Create an “lI Will...” statement” how you can live out these passages and discussion this week.

3. How is this passage calling our group to live out God’s mission to bless others?
