Instructions: A life group is a family growing in Jesus together (worship), caring for each other

(community), and BLESSing our neighbors together (mission). Start with the CONNECT questions. Then

read the Scriptures and discuss. Conclude with application and prayer.

CONNECT Questions (choose 1-2)

1. What is something you are thankful for this week?

2. Are you facing a challenge right now?

WORSHIP DISCUSSION

1. From Sunday’s panel, share a thought or idea that especially intrigued, provoked, disturbed,

challenged, encouraged, or surprised you?

2. Have different people read the following Scriptures:

1) Psalm 95:1-2 4) Exodus 4:29-31 7) Matthew 28:8-9 10) Romans 12:1-2

2) Psalm 95:3-5 5) 2 Samuel 24:21-24 8) Luke 9:23 11) Romans 8:29

3) Psalm 95:6-7 6) Psalm 51:15-17 9) John 4:23-24 12) 1 Peter 2:9-10

3. What do these Scriptures reveal about worship? (definitions, pictures of, reasons for, etc.)

4. Which scripture resonates most with you? Explain.

5. From the scriptures and panel discussion, how is “worship” different from what you are others

have typically thought?

LIVE IT OUT

1. Spend time discussing specific ways you can live out worship in your life group so that your

gathering looks more like Jesus’ vision for the church? Here are some examples:

a. Can you share in communion together? What would that look like?

b. How can you help each other grow in the image of Christ? What would that look like in a

group setting?
